Breast and Lung Cancer Screenings

The city will be conducting breast exams (including physical exam, X-Ray, and mammograms) for women 40 and up every Monday, Wednesday, and Friday (excluding holidays) from 1:20 PM~2:00 PM, 35 people a day. This will continue until February 23rd, 2018. The cost is 1,500 yen. The cut-off for registration is November 30th. 


There will also be lung cancer screenings of people over 40 until November 29th from 2:15 PM~2:45PM. This will be for a maximum of 25 people each day, Monday, Wednesday, and Friday (excluding holidays). The cost for those 40~64 years old is 1,000 yen, but it is free for those 65 and over. The cut-off for registration is October 31st. It will take place at the Tokai Hospital, 2F (Health Management Center)
