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Financial Assistance for Single Parents 

 Being a single parent qualifies you for a little extra assistance regardless of your 

financial situation and other assistance you might be receiving (such as welfare or subsistence 

aid or school/educational supplies). This is strictly due to your status as a single parent. Anyone 

can apply to receive 10,000 yen for each child enrolled to enter elementary or junior high school 

for the next school year. In addition, a student graduating junior high school may receive a 

2,000 yen Literature Gift Card.  

 You must be a resident of Kakamigahara City. Please submit a copy of your family 

registry and bring your personal seal (Note: If you already receive child rearing assistance 

welfare and/ or children’s medical support money, you do not require the family registry for 

application) to the children’s welfare division on the city hall’s 1F between January 5
th
